· The Practice Management Network was launched on Wednesday 2nd September 2009, at the Management in Practice Conference in London.
· The Network was formed by a small group of practice managers who align with each of the major stakeholders:

· The Association of Medical Secretaries, Practice Managers, 
Administrators & Receptionists (AMSPAR);

· The British Medical Association (BMA);

· The Family Doctor Association (FDA);

· The Institute of Healthcare Management (IHM);

· The National Association of Primary Care (NAPC);

· NHS Alliance; and 

· The Royal College of General Practitioners (RCGP).

· Originally supported by the Department of Health, the Network moved to the RCGP in October 2010.

· The Network is open to managers in England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland.
· The Network has over 3000 members (est. December 2010).

·  159 local networks (est. December 2010) are listed on the site, helping our members network and share good practice with neighbouring groups.
· Web statistics (est. December 2010):

· To date the Practice Management Network Web site has had over 31,000 hits from more than 16,000 visitors;

· The vast majority of hits are from practice managers in the UK however, since the Network was established we have had visitors from 96 countries across Europe, North and South America, Australia, Asia, and the Middle East;
· Some of the site’s most popular pages are the Supplier Listing, Influencing, The Practipedia, Local Networks, and News;
